[image: ]- Is your virtual bookshelf that houses all of your eBooks while attending Stautzenberger College or Rockford Career College.

Creating Your VitalSource Bookshelf Account:
1. Log into SuperMoodle using your Username (firstname.lastname@sctoday.edu) and the Password you created.
a. Click on a course.
b. The campus library coordinator is the on-campus support person for questions and problems related to eBooks.
2. Hover the cursor over ebook title and click your left mouse button.  You will be prompted to create an account.  Fill in the appropriate text boxes with the information that is needed.
a. Use your school student email for the username.  Do not use a personal email address.
b. When asked to create a Password, follow the instructions listed. 
c. This is a one-time registration.  
d. *IMPORTANT* Always use this combination from now on.  If you are prompted to create a new username or password, ignore it and sign in with the combination you just created.
i.   If you create a new account, you will not be able to see your books from the first account.
Vitalsource Bookshelf:  Free App Available (download from your app store)  [image: ]
1. You will need to log in with your username and password.
2. If you have downloaded your ebooks to the VitalSource Bookshelf app:  After the first 9 days of your course the short term license will expire and you will not be able to see your ebooks when accessing the VitalSource Bookshelf through the app.   You must activate the long-term license by logging back into SuperMoodle and opening the ebook in each of your courses.  Once this is completed, you will then be able to see your books in the VitalSource Bookshelf again.
3. Ebooks are a licensed product and will remain on your bookshelf for 1-2 years (depending on the publisher).
4. Once a course ends the only way to view your ebook is to go through the Bookshelf app or Vitalsource.com
Pop-Up Blockers:
1. Beware of POP-UP BLOCKERS – if, when you try to open your ebook, you get a message that your ebook has opened in another tab – but there isn’t another tab – there is a pop-up blocker. 
a. Chrome - look at the top right on the search bar and click on [image: ], then click on “always allow…”  Then, click on the ebook link in the course again, and it will open properly.
b. Internet Explorer – this information bar will appear at the bottom of your screen

Click on ‘Options for this site’ then choose ‘always allow.’  Click on the ebook link again to open it.
c. Safari – Preferences / Security / uncheck the “block pop-up” box


Once you are logged into your eBook, the tools below will help you navigate through your eBook:
1. Blue links do two things:
a. Link to another page
b. Define a word

2. Functions of the Black Navigating bar running down the left side of your ebook page:

a. Home Icon (Library)   [image: ]
i. This takes you to your Bookshelf, where all your ebooks are located.


b. Table of Contents Icon  [image: ]
i. When selected, this feature appears on the left.  
ii. Use your left mouse button to click on any chapter or sub-heading.
iii. Your textbook will update to the page where this chapter begins.
iv. Close by clicking on the X in the upper left corner of the Table of Contents box.

c. Search Key Terms Icon [image: ]
i. Use the left mouse button to click on the magnifying glass icon.
ii. Enter the key term you would like to search for by keying it into the textbox. 
iii. Press enter on your keyboard.
iv. A list of all instances where the key term is used will appear.
v. Use the mouse to left click on a specific highlighted key term, and your textbook will update to the page where this instance is found.
vi. Close the Search box by clicking on the X in the upper left corner.

d. Notebook Icon [image: ]
i. Shows all of your previously created highlighted texts and notes.
e. Labs Icon [image: ]
i. Labs are features in progress.

f. Figures Icon  [image: ]
i. When selected, you can locate any figure or table from the book.
ii. Close by clicking the X in the upper left corner.
g. Flashcards Icon [image: ]
i. Create flashcards based on the vocabulary in the ebook.

h. Settings Icon [image: ]
i. Access your account and device information.

3. Functions of the Gray toolbar at the bottom of the textbook page on the monitor:

If you do not see this toolbar click on the small up arrow in the bottom right corner

a. “Go to page” box  [image: ]
i. In the bottom left corner, you will see a text box.           Type in any page number, hit enter, and the text on your screen will immediately move to this page in your textbook. 
b. Printer icon  [image: ]
1. Use the mouse to left click on the printer icon to print selected pages of your book.
a. You will be limited as to how many pages you may print at a time.  This feature is limited and set by the publisher of the book.
b. If the print preview comes up blank, try using a different internet browser (Chrome or Firefox work best).
c. Zoom Options - [image: ]
i. This button allows you to resize the ebook text.

d. Highlighting your textbook – [image: ]
i. Left click on the Highlighter icon
1. Fast highlight box will appear, left click on a color to activate.
2. Select text with your cursor, release mouse button, and text will be highlighted.
3. To deactivate fast highlight, left click on the icon again and click the X.
4. To delete a highlight, left click on highlighted text and a box will appear.  Left click on the X.
ii. Manual highlight and Add Note
1. Make sure “fast highlight” is not activated.
2. Select text to be highlighted.
3. A box will appear.  Choose the color.
4. Here you can also select add a note which will show as a colored box on the right.  Type your note, then click Save.
5. Edit Your notes
a. Use the mouse to left click on the box to see the full note.
b. Use the mouse to left click on the text to open the note to update or edit your personal comments.
c. Delete a note by left clicking on the X in the upper right corner.
6. To see all your notes and highlights, use your mouse to left click on the notebook icon which is found on the left.
7. Highlight, copy, and paste your notes into a Word document to print.

e. Cite your book  [image: ]
1. Use the mouse to left click on the citation icon.
a. Choose APA or MLA, then click copy. Paste the citation to a Word document.

Evolution has played an important role in the development of an animal's response to pain. Survival may
depend on an animal’s ability to hide injury and pain from potential predators. Therefore, as animal
advocates, we must be diligent in our observation of normal and abnormal behaviors—not only between
individual species but also between individual patients because each patient has an individual response
to pain. With recent advances in molecular neurophysiology our understanding of animal pain and how
to treat it has advanced considerably. In the past, decisions regarding pain management were based.
‘primarily on behaviors, such as vocalizing, self-mutilation, writhing in the cage, and aggression in
response to manipulation of a painful area.

Animals cannot tell us they are painful; we can only infer that they are experiencing pain by their
behavioral response. We understand very little about the emotional aspect of pain that animals may
experience. Therefore, to give our patients the best pain management we must anthropomorphize
(attribute a human form or personality to an animal). That is, it is reasonable to assume that if the
stimulus is painful to us, it s also painful to a veterinary patient receiving a similar stimulus. Armed with
basic knowledge of pain physiology and recognition, we can better understand pain in our patients.

Classification of Pain

Pain, as defined by the International Association for the Study of Pain, is the unpleasant sensory and
emotional experience individuals have when they perceive actual or potential tissue damage to their body
(IASP 2008).

Physiologic versus pathologic pain

Physiologic or adaptive pain is a warning pain that occurs after a noxious (physically harmful or
destructive) stimulus. It is a protective response by the central nervous system to prevent tissue damage.

TECH TIP 151 How to Remember the Joint Names

Joints are named based on the bones that comprise them. The common name of the proximal
interphalangeal joint, the pastern, is made up of the long pastern and short pastern. The common name
of the distal interphalangeal joint is the coffin, which is made up of P2 and the coffin bone.

The Front Limb

The scapula, commonly called the shoulder blade, connects to the humerus, the long bone of the upper
arm. The elbow joint of the horse is still medically called the humeroradioulnar joint. From the elbow, the
anatomical changes begin. The radius and ulna of the horse are fused. The radius sits cranial to the ulna
and the ulna still has a process on the proximal aspect called the olecranon.

The carpal bones make up the joint known as the carpus. In horses, this joint is commonly called the knee. '
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
